PROTECTIVE COVENANTS
The Curtis Telephone Company, a Nebraska Corporation, owner of that real estate described on "Exhibit A" attached hereto, and hereby incorporated by reference, does hereby covenant, state, declare and publish for the benefit of the owners of Lots One (1) through Three (3), inclusive, Block One, and Lots One (1) through. Eleven (11), inclusive, Block Two, all in Roll'n Hills Addition to the City of Curtis, Frontier County, Nebraska, {the property) their successors and assigns, that the property shall be owned,' used, conveyed, and held under and subject to the following covenants, conditions, and restrictions, which shall run with the property and which shall be binding on all present and future owners o£ all or any part of the property and shall be perpetual in nature:
1.  Except for such lot or lots or part thereof as may from time to time be occupied or used for educational, recreational, religious, or other nonprofit public purposes to the extent permitted by applicable zoning regulations, no lot will be occupied or used for other than single-family residential purposes, and no lot will be occupied or used for such residential purposes at a density greater than one single-family residence for each lot.
2. No mobile homes or basement homes shall be permitted on the property.
3. The property may not be further subdivided.
4.  No unlicensed vehicles shall be placed on the property.
5.  No livestock, horses, grazing animals, poultry or commercial animal husbandry shall be kept or harbored on the property.
6.  No commercial activity shall be allowed on said property which results in clientele, customers etc. coming onto the property for commercial purposes.
7.  All utilities (water, sewer, electric, gas, tele​phone, cable TV) located on the property must be buried according to specifications and ordinances of the City of Curtis.
8.  No external RF receiving antennas or satellite TV RO dish or antenna in excess of one meter in diameter shall be placed on the property.
9.  No outbuildings shall be placed in the area between the front of a personal residence and the street frontage.
10. All garages and outbuildings on any given lot shall be of a material and design that shall blend aesthetically with the  personal residence located on the said lot.
